Law of Cultivation
REFRESHER of Law of Creation and Law of Manifestation:
Must remember what we’ve learned in the two previous laws concerning “creation” and “manifestation”.  
· Genesis 1 is the “Creation Account” (bara) and making of all there is.  God took His thoughts, which were well defined , specific and full of purpose and spoke them giving them license in the physical realm to manifest themselves.  It must be noted that “His thoughts” were the “things” or substance upon which manifestation is dependant. 
· Bara – create from nothing
· Yatsar – Shape and mold into a desire form
· Asah -  to construct and fashion from preexisting material

· Genesis 2 is the “Manifestation Account” (Yatsar and Asah) of what was created (bara) in Genesis 1. Man-festation requires the participation of “man”. It is our partnership with God in His will being realized in the earth, while honoring His assignment of dominion to man.
· Manifestation is the employment man’s Image and Likeness to cause the material realization of that which was formally only intangible.  
· This is man’s primary responsibility in the earth - manifestation of God’s purposes.

I. LAW OF CULTIVATION: GENESIS 2:15 - Our ability to cultivate is key to our ability to experience rest and fulfillment.
Without an understanding of cultivation we would be faced with the prospect of having to continually manifest and work for our needs to be met.  Cultivation is working according to the laws of the Kingdom which causes a system of sweatless reciprocity and multiplication in your life.
God in a real sense tells man:  “I’ve given you authority and the provision to fulfill your purpose in the earth and have life more abundant, but this will depend upon your continual growth in your understanding of your image and likeness to Myself that will keep you fruitful and fulfilled.”
a. Genesis 2:15 – “dress and keep”.  Cultivation is the maximizing of the potential of a matter through effort or work.  It is the state of maximized productivity, full expression of purpose, which in turn releases glory and the knowledge of God.
Cultivation is the key to “maintained manifestation”, continuous provision and fullness in life.  
Note: Cultivation is not Toil or Labor but “Management” with a “Creator Consciousness”
IMPORTANT:  It is ONLY in the Manifestation Account, after the creation of all things in Genesis 1, does God  command man to “dress”,  “cultivate” and “Keep” what “He has already been provided” man.  

· We must remember that God, according to Genesis 2:1-3, finished “bara” creating things from nothing in Genesis 1.  Therefore, anything we have need of will come from what is already here.  However, God turns to man and commands him: “You cultivate, produce and keep what you have need of out of what I’ve provided.”  This provides insight into our responsibility to meet our needs.  
God’s provision of the power for cultivation is found in the following texts:
· Genesis 1:26-28
· Genesis 1:11

II. Seedtime and Harvest:  The Law of Cultivation is directly related to the “Law of Seedtime and Harvest”. Cultivation is primarily concerns the proper recognition and utilization of Seed.  
i. Genesis 8:22 – “While the earth remaineth, seedtime and harvest, and cold and heat, and summer and winter, and day and night shall not cease”.
ii. Our ability to discern seed is determines our ability to: (1) cultivate it, (2) over come our circumstance.
III. The Kingdom of God economy is founded upon the principle of the seed and cultivation, when understood releases in the life of its participants a system a spiritual and natural power of multiplication and reciprocity that overpowers of the curse and consumption. 

There is physical and Spiritual Seed 
· Deuteronomy 8:3, Matthew 4:4, Luke 4:4 – Mental Substance / thoughts
· Genesis 1:11, 2 Kings 4:1-7 -  Concerns the potential within a material substance

In the Kingdom, God holds us responsible for increase, and does not simply provide because there is a need.
· This is why God is not responsible for meeting our needs because He already has done so (Genesis 1) and left the responsibility to us to cultivate and maximize His provision given to man (Genesis 2:15).
· Matthew 6:8-10 – God already knows you have needs before you ask, but commands you to seek the Kingdom first (vs 10, 33).  
God holds us responsible for cultivation, through our understanding of the laws of creation and manifestation on to produce what we have need by the employment and utilization of what He provided.
