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Romans 5:9-11, 17 (Amplified)
The cross and the resurrection are more than theological doctrines or historical facts. They were the culmination of a legal transaction between two opposing governments that gave man the right to again choose between the knowledge of Good and Evil, life or death. It was an empowerment and “restorative provision” by God to enable man to realize and have dominion in the earth.  
Most believers over look this provision because they believe that, much of what the Bible describes as “resurrection life” is impossible or unobtainable in this life.  Realizing the fullness of the implications of Jesus’ resurrection from the dead in the life of believer “right now” is of the utmost importance to the vitality and quality of life we live.  Part of this realization is that if you have the ability to receive your salvation, you also have the same ability (dunamis) to receive divine healing and the working of miracles in your life.  These cannot be separated or partitioned to reside in one dispensation from another, unless we must do the same with our salvation.  

·  Romans 5:17 – “For if by the one man’s offense death reigned through the one, much more those who receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness will reign in life through the One, Jesus Christ.”
· 2Corinthians 4:11 - For we who live are always delivered to death for Jesus' sake, that the life of Jesus also may be manifested in our mortal flesh.
· 1 John 4:17 – “because as He is, so are we in this world.”

· 1 John 3:2 - Beloved, now we are children of God; and it has not yet been revealed what we shall be, but we know that when He is revealed, we shall be like Him, for we shall see Him as He is. 

TRUE LIFE: God’s definition of life and what we call life are not the same.
God does not see life from the same perspective and level that we have come to define life (see Gen. 2:15-16,5-5 Life was God living and working through man to manifest God in the earth. Life without God’s supernatural power is merely existence, and has become accepted by most of mankind – but not God.  We must remember that we are truly not alive, but dead until we receive God on the inside of us. God’s life returned within man removes all limitations (Eph. 3:20).
· Eph. 2:5- Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved
· Gal. 2:20 - I have been crucified with Christ and I no longer live, but Christ lives in me. The life I live in the body, I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me. NIV.
JESUS’ PUROSE AND WORK was to restore this life to mankind.
If we were to look at the life of Jesus we would discover that He spent His earthly ministry demonstrating (pre-cross) this life of dominion that Adam once enjoyed, then died and rose from the grave in order to deliver it (post cross) to us (Also see John 11:25).  This kind of life “resurrection life”. Christ came that through ever step of our reconciliation to God that we would have a pattern to observe and follow and that we would again be recipients of God life.
Jesus walked the steps of Adam in order to restore what he lost.  Both were “the Son of God”, had God as their Father, knew no sin etc…  The decisive moment in both Adam and Jesus’ life came down to how they handled a tree and how they handled the tree determined the course of mankind’s destiny.  These trees both dealt with knowledge.  Man’s ability to know God’s best or to forfeit it and fall to our own abilities.
THE RESURRECTION IS AN ACT OF: (1) Redemption, (2) Reconciliation and (3) Revelation

The prefix “re” is a very important and powerful theological, and more importantly, legal reality whose significance cannot be overlooked or under emphasized for the proper and healthy growth of the believer.  It is a road sign that informs us that the object of its action is something that is in the past.  It communicates that the action was to establish a pre-existing condition.  Words such as: Remission, revelation, repent/ance, reborn, regeneration, recompense, restore/ation, redeem/ption and reconce/iliation and resurrection.
RESURRECTION – is the restoration of life
There are Nine other reports of resurrection in the Bible:

Widow's son (1 Ki 17:21-24), Shunammite woman's son (2 Ki 4:32-35), Man’s body placed in Elisha's tomb (2 Ki 13:20-21), Widow’s son by Jesus. (Luke 7:12-17), Jairus’ daughter (Mk 5:39-40), Lazarus (John 11:43-44), At Jesus’ death (Matthew 27:51-53), Peter  raised Tabitha (Acts 9:36-43),Paul raised Eutychus after he fell out of a window (Acts 20:9).
Jesus’ resurrection is distinct from all others because He:

1. resurrected “Himself” by His own power - John 2:19, and

2. More importantly, He was the corporate representative of all mankind – Romans 5:18-21

3. In Jesus’ death and resurrection, His purpose was not to restore the life that made currently lived, but the life that man once had in the perfect will of God.

Be sure we are talking of “physical and bodily resurrection from the dead”, and not simple resuscitation, coma, swoon or any other form of natural explanation or phenomenon.  It was a supernatural sign and demonstration of sovereignty and providence by God for the world and mankind.

REDEMPTION:  
To purchase back; to regain possession of by payment of a stipulated price;  to repurchase.  To ransom, liberate, or rescue from captivity or bondage, or from any obligation or liability to suffer or to be forfeited, by paying a price or ransom; to ransom; to rescue; to recover; as, to redeem a captive, a pledge, and the like. To pay the penalty of; to make amends for; to serve as an equivalent or offset for; to atone for; to compensate; as, to redeem an error [1913 Webster].

· Galatians 3.13 - “Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us” 

· Revelation 5:9-10 - “You are worthy to take the scroll, And to open its seals; For You were slain,  And have redeemed us to God by Your blood out of every tribe and tongue and people and nation, And have made us kings and priests to our God; And we shall reign on the earth.” 
To see the resurrection in its proper context we must first acknowledge that its foundation is not a religious one, but a “legal one” transaction between two opposing and antagonistic governments 

· Col. 1:13
· Col. 2:13-15 - When you were dead in your sins and in the uncircumcision of your sinful nature, God made you alive with Christ. He forgave us all our sins, 14having canceled the written code, with its regulations, that was against us and that stood opposed to us; he took it away, nailing it to the cross. 15And having disarmed the powers and authorities, he made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them by the cross

RECONCILIATION

Reconcilation is the process of making peace or the restoration of a pre-existing relationship. It is the process of causing two things to come into agreement with one another.  Christ came to cause those things in the earth to again be realigned with the design and will of God in the earth –primarily man. Jesus job was to restore heaven in the earth through men.
· Colossians 1:20 NIV and through him to reconcile to himself all things, whether things on earth or things in heaven, by making peace through his blood, shed on the cross.
· Ephesians 1:10 NIV - to be put into effect when the times will have reached their fulfillment--to bring all things in heaven and on earth together under one head, even Christ.
REVELATION

Revelation is really a “recognition” by man of what is already known.  The word recognition is made up of the prefix “re” and the word “cognizance” which means to know.  It literally me to re-know or regain knowledge.  Revelation make plain or visible what was there all the time but veiled (therefore the word re-veil or revelation). Revelation is necessary so that you are aware of what you previously and otherwise were unaware of.  
Revelation produces responsibility and manifestation in our lives.  Our deliverance is in our ability to believe God no matter how outrageous and impossible it may seem.

However, there is an additional component to revelation having any impact in your life and it is solely within your power.  It is your ability to believe what has been revealed to you.  This is the struggle for most people because what God reveals to us is often so magnificent and beyond our natural abilities that we designate and confine it to Jesus or the afterlife, when the revelation was for our present life and enjoyment.

We must receive and belief the supernatural to embrace the revelation in the resurrection

· John 14:12 – Greater Works: Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I do he will do also; and greater works than these he will do, because I go to My Father.
· Mark 16:15-18- 15 And He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature. 16 He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be condemned. 17 And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name they will cast out demons; they will speak with new tongues; 18 they will take up serpents; and if they drink anything deadly, it will by no means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.”
· Galatians 3:2-5 – Salvation and miracles: This only I want to learn from you: Did you receive the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? 3 Are you so foolish? Having begun in the Spirit, are you now being made perfect by the flesh? 4 Have you suffered so many things in vain—if indeed it was in vain?
5 Therefore He who supplies the Spirit to you and works miracles among you, does He do it by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?
· Galatians 4:1-3 – Rest: “Therefore, since a promise remains of entering His rest, let us fear lest any of you seem to have come short of it. For indeed the gospel was preached to us as well as to them; but the word which they heard did not profit them, not being mixed with faith in those who heard it. For we who have believed do enter that rest, as He has said: “So I swore in My wrath,‘ They shall not enter My rest,’”  although the works were finished from the foundation of the world.”
