The God Kind of Life


John 10:10b 
Abundantly: G4053 perissos (per-is-sos')  (in the sense of beyond); superabundant (in quantity) or superior (in quality); by implication excessive: - exceeding abundantly above, more abundantly, advantage, beyond measure.
God’s Will and Definition
The God Kind of life is a life permeated with God’s presence, power and Spirit. It is one of limitless possibilities and potential where all things are possible to them that believe and God will and glory is manifested in the earth.  To understand what God intended when He gave man life we must go to the beginning and understand how we’ve digressed to the place where we now call death life, and do not understand the God kind of life He gave us to life.  The reason God wants so desperately for us to regain the knowledge of the life He offers us is because it is the only way we will be able to experience the life He originally intended for us to live and Jesus died to deliver to us.

We must unlearn and re-learn what it means to have life and be alive because our experience and the world’s definition and understanding of what constitutes and is life are in error. Life from God’s perspective has nothing to do with our bodies, but the extent at which He is able to occupy, saturate and manifest Himself within an individual.  See Genesis 1:26-28, and Genesis 2:7 and 22. Life has to do with one’s position in God and His will.  

Note: God views life without Him as death. 

Genesis 2:15-17 - Then the LORD God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden to tend and keep it. 16 And the LORD God commanded the man, saying, “Of every tree of the garden you may freely eat; 17 but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall surely die.”

· Genesis 5: 5 –So all the days that Adam lived were nine hundred and thirty years; and he died.”
In Jesus illustrates this truth in the prodigal son by stating that while the son was away from the father, he was dead, but this same son, when he returned home and to his father’s presence that he was declared alive. 

· Luke 15:24, 32   - “for this my son was dead and is alive again; he was lost and is found.' And they began to be merry.’ … ‘It was right that we should make merry and be glad, for your brother was dead and is alive again, and was lost and is found.' " 
· Luke 9:60 NKJ  - Jesus said to him, "Let the dead bury their own dead, but you go and preach the kingdom of God." 
The World’s Definition
Life from the world’s perspective has everything to do with our bodies. What the world calls life is really the expiration of life.  “Life” is measured by the number of years it takes the body to expire.  Because the body is in a constant state of decline, it is limited and subject to its natural environment and the various contingencies that exist that can affect its well being.  

The reason we do not understand the God Kind of Life is because it was not available or present in the earth since the fall. No one “possessed God”, but had to depend on His life to descend upon them.  It was not until Jesus gave access to God and His Kingdom could we again manifest true life in the earth.  Up until this point, men could only give birth to dead men.  

Like the first man, this initial endowment of life comes from God, not man.  Man is a recipient, but loses his right to retain it the moment he is given flesh.  Every day he exists is one less day (in and out of the womb).  Once in the body (pre or post delivery) man immediately begins to die.

“Like Kind”

They produced according to one of the first laws of the kingdom that we can only reproduce “after our kind”.  Flesh cannot produce spirit. The reason why spiritually dead men can reproduce after their kind is due to God’s Word having prior to the fall granting him the power to do so in Genesis 1:27 and 28:

“So God created man in His own image; in the image of God He created him; male and female He created them. 28 Then God blessed them, and God said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply; fill the earth and subdue it; have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over every living thing that moves on the earth.”
· John 3:3-7 (Amplified)– “Jesus answered him, I assure you, most solemnly I tell you, that unless a person is born again (anew, from above), he cannot ever see (know, be acquainted with, and experience) the kingdom of God. Nicodemus said to Him, How can a man be born when he is old? Can he enter his mother's womb again and be born? Jesus answered, I assure you, most solemnly I tell you, unless a man is born of water and [even] the Spirit, he cannot [ever] enter the kingdom of God.  What is born of [from] the flesh is flesh [of the physical is physical]; and what is born of the Spirit is spirit. Marvel not [do not be surprised, astonished] at My telling you, You must all be born anew (from above).
· 1John 5:4,  For whatever is born of God overcomes the world. And this is the victory that has overcome the world—our[a] faith. 5 Who is he who overcomes the world, but he who believes that Jesus is the Son of God?
New / Re-newed Life through Jesus – Corporeal Representative of all Mankind
The enemy must conceal and distort our identity the identity of Jesus in the mind of the believer  so that they are not able to realize the authority and dominion they have in the earth, specifically over him and his kingdom.
1. Demon’s and the religious establishment always point to Jesus’ deity

· Matthew 4:3,6 -  Satan Temptation in the Wilderness

· Mark 1:24- Jesus of Nazareth? Did You come to destroy us? I know who You are--the Holy One of God!"
· Matthew 8:29 - Jesus, You Son of God? Have You come here to torment us before the time?"
· Mark 5:7 - Jesus, Son of the Most High God? I implore You by God that You do no ttorment me."
· 1 John 4:2 - Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God:
· 1 John 4:3 - And every spirit that confesseth not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not of God: and this is that spirit of antichrist, whereof ye have heard that it should come ; and even now already is it in the world.
· 2 John 1:7 - For many deceivers are entered into the world, who confess not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh. This is a deceiver and an antichrist.
2. Jesus always reaffirmed his identity as “the son of Man” (termed use 81 times in NT).
· Mark 2:10 - But that ye may know that the Son of man hath power on earth to forgive sins, 
· Mark 2:28 - Therefore the Son of man is Lord also of the sabbath.
· Mark 8:31 - And he began to teach them, that the Son of man must suffer many things, and be rejected of the elders, and of the chief priests, and scribes, and be killed , and after three days rise again .
· Mark 9:31- For he taught his disciples, and said unto them , The Son of man is delivered into the hands of men, and they shall kill him; and after that he is killed , he shall rise the third day.
· Mark 10:45 - For even the Son of man came not to be ministered unto , but to minister , and to give his life a ransom for many.
· Mark 14:21 - The Son of man indeed goeth , as it is written of him: but woe to that man by whom the Son of man is betrayed ! 
· Mark 14:41 - And he cometh the third time, and saith unto them, Sleep on now, and take your rest : it is enough , the hour is come ; behold , the Son of man is betrayed into the hands of sinners.
Fullness to Empower us to Fulfill our Purpose:  Corporeal Reprentative
God and Jesus teach that we are to demonstrate a quality of life that mirrors the deeds and works Jesus showed us. There is a “fullness” of life in God that Christ came to deliver and demonstrate to man to let him know it is available.  This fullness consists of all the benefits of the original man and his relationship and citizenship in the Kingdom of God. This fullness contains the power of God to manifest His glory and will in the earth. 
· Colossians 2:9-10 (Amplified) - For in Him the whole fullness of Deity (the Godhead) continues to dwell in bodily form [giving complete expression of the divine nature]. And you are in Him, made full and having come to fullness of life [in Christ you too are filled with the Godhead--Father, Son and Holy Spirit--and reach full spiritual stature]. 

· Ephesians 3:14-20 – “For this reason I bow my knees to the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ,[c] 15 from whom the whole family in heaven and earth is named, 16 that He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened with might through His Spirit in the inner man, 17 that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith; that you, being rooted and grounded in love, 18 may be able to comprehend with all the saints what is the width and length and depth and height— 19 to know the love of Christ which passes knowledge; that you may be filled with all the fullness of God. Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that works in us.”
· Ephesians 4:11-13 - And He Himself gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some pastors and teachers, for the equipping of the saints for the work of ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ, till we all come to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to a perfect man, to the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ.
God intends for us to live just as Jesus did:

· John 5:20 - For the Father loves the Son, and shows Him all things that He Himself does; and He will show Him greater works than these, that you may marvel.
· John 14:12 - "Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I do he will do also; and greater works than these he will do, because I go to My Father.
· Ephesians 5:1 (Amplified) - THEREFORE BE imitators of God [copy Him and follow His example]

· John 17:15-20 - I do not pray that You should take them out of the world, but that You should keep them from the evil one. 16 They are not of the world, just as I am not of the world. 17 Sanctify them by Your truth. Your word is truth. 18 As You sent Me into the world, I also have sent them into the world. 19 And for their sakes I sanctify Myself, that they also may be sanctified by the truth. “I do not pray for these alone, but also for those who will[e] believe in Me through their word;
Message Translation – “I'm not asking that you take them out of the world. But that you guard them from the Evil One. They are no more defined by the world. Than I am defined by the world. …. I'm praying not only for them. But also for those who will believe in me. Because of them and their witness about me.”
· 1John 4:17b – “Because as he is, so are we in this world.”
· Philippians 4:19 - I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me. 
For the most part we have not approached the sea shore of power and potential God has granted us through His indwelling Spirit, revelation of His Word, the blood and resurrection of His Son, and our citizenship in His Kingdom. We are infants who resemble our father but are woefully inadequate in our understanding of how to be like our Father.

Miracles, Signs and Wonders

Miracles are manifestations of God’s life and will in a situation that is void of life and contrary to God’s Will.  Miracles, Signs and Wonders became necessary as result of the loss of the Kingdom and the introduction of death and sin in the world.  In summary, MSW are simply demonstrations of the presence, preeminence, purpose and power of God manifested to establish His will in the earth.

The revelation of God’s definition of life creates abilities and expectations within the believer that are not common or natural – but are to be normal for the believer.  Demonstrations of God’s presence are common and a provision to restore God’s will in the earth.
