The Kingdom’s Laws of Labor
I. Law – is a rule of governing the actions of human being.  

a. God’s law or Natural law is the source for all authority and the foundation of the operation and government of every other activity of man.

b. Predetermined and prescribed outcome.  Rights and Benefits 

c. Confidence in a proper outcome in our observance and obedience

d. The Law of Dominion

II. Work in the Kingdom:

a. Nothing to do with needs or money (earnings) but purpose.  Purpose is the primary motivation.

III. Work in the Kingdom is an investment in oneself and the process of manifesting one’s purpose.

a. When work originally given there were no needs.  Therefore, work was not designed for the purpose of meeting our needs.

a. Genesis Chapter 1

V. Man’s Work – “Man – agement”
a. God’s specific order in the introduction of man and his work is purposeful and very important.  From highest priority to lowest.
i. Image (Ambassador) reflection and representative  of God in the earth

1. Glory – expression or manifestation of purpose

2. Reflection of God.

ii. Likeness – development of the quality and authority in our speech or words.

iii. Dominion – is our assignment

iv. Dress/Cultivate & Keep – is our job.

1. Example of Man working his way and not God’s way – 

a. Peter fishing

i. Luke 5:5-10

ii.  John 21:3-8

b. Job Description – Dress/Cultivate & Keep

i. Cultivate – Maximize the potential and productivity of what is provided.

1. God’s expects increase in Kingdom in what He provides

a. Luke 19:11-26

b. Matthew 25:14-30

ii. Cultivate and Colonize the earth with heaven’s culture and influence causing it to become a reflection of Heaven.
1. We’re responsible for manifesting all  God has provided for the earth

2. Ephesians 1:3; Matthew 6:9-10 & Matthew 16:19; 18:18 (Remember the Before the Foundation of the World teaching).
