LAW OF DEMAND AND SUPPLIES ARTICULATED
There is a secret or law inherent in all of God’s creation that provides us the power of life transformation.  We witness this law at work in every facet of life but, fail to realize it importance in determining the quality of life we live here on earth, because it requires significant investment before the law is activated and become operative in our lives.  However, once activated it is sure to transform one’s life to one of significant achievement. God has established within His creation a universal law, called the “Law of Demand and Supply”, which is a “derivative law”, that works cooperatively with other Prime and derivative laws to produce and sustain success in our lives.

To conceptualize this: God = Supply, Man = Demand.  According to the Law of Dominion, God respects the expectations and limitations that we place upon ourselves and Him. God makes His supply available by operation of the law (Remember, He’s already provided for every need we could ever have). God requires and is delighted when we make demands upon Him.
The “Law of Demand and Supply” is designed to empower man to determine his destiny and overcome “situational living.”  It is derived from Gen. 1:26 & 2:15 where we were commanded to “have dominion”, and to maximize the earth’s potential. God set no limit upon man’s potential in the earth, and established laws which require the earth to yield its supply to those who participate in this law. It is God’s will that we prosper (3John2). Low expectations, requirements and pursuits frustrate God’s will and our ability to live life to its maximum.

Primary reasons why we do not prosper are: 

(1) We haven’t learned how to properly make a “demand” upon our “supply”.  
(2) We’ve perceived God as being responsiveness being premised upon the basis of our needs or pleads
(3) We’ve (un)consciously accepted the “Poverty” and or “Just Enough Gospel” which has served to diminish our expectation in this life, thereby our demands upon it..
*Eph 4:28 - God intended for us to work for giving, not for our living. (See also 2Cor.9)


I. GOVERNMENT ADMINISTRATION

God’s Kingdom is an efficient government that is ran upon the premise of “law” (His Word) and “Purpose”.  There is no lack or waste in God’s Kingdom.  Because the Kingdom is founded upon law, and all its operations being purposeful, He requires that all things be done decently and in order (1Cor. 14:40).   Supply is not given it is “ministered” or “administered”.  The word “minister”, comes from the word “servant”.  This means that Kingdom supply is a servant – it serves a specific purpose.

· 2 Corinthians 9:10-14 - “Now may He who supplies seed to the sower …”

God does not respond to need our needs because He has already:

1. Naturally provided for every provision necessary to produce what we need

2. Given us access to wisdom to cause what we have need of to come to us

3. Given us the ability, through understanding and activity, to set in motion certain laws that will initiate a system of reciprocal provision that both natural and spiritual laws work to sustain.

· Genesis 1:31; Matthew 6:33; Ephesians 2:10 (AMP)

QUALIFICATION:  In the Kingdom, we must qualify for its benefits.  Jesus said that healing is a benefit (or bread) of the children.  Requirement of the creation of a demand through significant investment qualifies the individual as a recipient of Kingdom supply by demonstrating:
1. The requisite sincerity and commitment for success

2. And proves our motivations

3. The presence of faith

4. That it rightfully belongs to you, and not you to it.  You are its master, not visa versa.

 No Waste: - John 6:9-12) "Gather up the fragments that remain, so that nothing is lost."  (NKJV) 

· Luke 12:16-21 (build bigger barns)

ACTION IS ACCESS:  A prerequisite of making a demand is participation and investment into that which supply is being requested or required.  Joshua 1:8
Faith: is essential because the Kingdom requires a objective manifestation of consent (or action) first before it is required to release its provision (Mat.6:33 – “seek first, … then”).  This protects the integrity of the Kingdom, and ensures maximized return on its resources, by ensuring that those who are recipients of its resources have made the requisite investment in their own success. 

II.
LAW OF DEMAND AND SUPPLIES ARTICULATED:
Demand is more than a mere request, but a form of asking that is preceded by action.  Demand is a “consequence of requirement” – not needs. Supply is only given where it is required, not needed.
· Requirements- inherently indicates relationship to a specific purpose

· Needs – simply are an indication of the presence of want.  
Demand is determined by “activity, capacity and utility.”  Capacity is a consequence of expectations and preparation. 
· 2 Kings 4:1-6 - Jars and Oil.
Principle:  Greater the demand, Greater the supply.  The scope and territory that your life occupies will be determined by the demand you place upon life, which causes the laws of the Kingdom to respond to the requirement created by our action and investment.  There are no limitations placed upon the demand that we are authorized to make, created by the work that we have assumed in advancing the KINGDOM.  

Example of Laws Operation:  Muscles.  

Eph 4:16 from whom the whole body, joined and knit together by what every joint supplies, according to the effective working by which every part does its share, causes growth of the body for the edifying of itself in love.

In summary: In the Kingdom, provision is supplied in corresponding amount; to the demand create by one’s act of faith.  It is not a need, but a requirement, because without the supply it would frustrate the advancement of God’s Kingdom.  
*In the Kingdom of God, there is no such thing as something for nothing!

Lack of Use: Likewise, when something is not used it is diminished and even lost. – This too is a law!
