THE LAW OF FAITH is a Kingdom Requirement,  It is the combination of two laws “Allegiance” and “Dominion” 

Romans 3:23-27 - for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, being justified freely by His grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, whom God set forth as a propitiation by His blood, through faith, to demonstrate His righteousness, because in His forbearance God had passed over the sins that were previously committed, to demonstrate at the present time His righteousness, that He might be just and the justifier of the one who has faith in Jesus. Where is boasting then? It is excluded.  By what law?  Of works? No, but by the law of faith …vs. 31 Do we then make void the law through faith? Certainly not! On the contrary, we establish the law.
Faith is not simply belief, but a law.  

· Romans 1:17 - “For therein is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith: as it is written, The just shall live by faith.” (Galatians 3:11 Hebrews 10:38).

· Hebrews 11:6 - But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him.  
RULE OF LAW: Law requires not only one’s mental accent, but their submission and adherence to its dictates demonstrated a physical or objective manifestation of their consent. 

God must use faith as the vehicle to intervene, because without it He is prohibited from giving us benefits we don’t qualify for.

· Romans 14:23 - But he who doubts is condemned if he eats, because he does not eat from faith; for whatever is not from faith is sin.
· 1 John 3:4 - Whoever commits sin also commits lawlessness, and sin is lawlessness.
LAW ONE: All Faith must be based upon the revelation of God and in response to His faithfulness, which is primarily found through His Word. 

LAW TWO – The Law of Dominion: God cannot intervene into man’s circumstances without the authorization and presence of faith.  Faith is a recognition of, and the cooperation between, man’s Dominion, and God’s Sovereignty by which specific purposes in the earth are fulfilled.

LAW THREE: Faith is the authorized vehicle or medium by which we receive from God.  “Faith is literally your ability or capacity to receive from God.” Faith is access!

By Faith / Through Faith
LAW FOUR: Faith requires demonstration for it to be effective.  James 2:24

Kingdom Faith can only be produced by the reception of the authoritative declaration and word of God.
· Romans 10:17 - So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.  
· Hebrews 11:1- Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.
Faith being a consequence and response to authoritative declarations by God the King, it is a consequence of the revelation of God’s faithfulness.  
God cannot, and will not, intervene in our situation unless it is by the avenue or medium of faith.  God is not moved by our emotions, desires, needs or sincerity – only by His Word in faith!

Scripture Key:

· Romans 12:3 - For I say, through the grace given to me, to everyone who is among you, not to think of himself more highly than he ought to think, but to think soberly, as God has dealt to each one a measure of faith.
· James 2:17-20 - 17So also faith, if it does not have works (deeds and actions of obedience to back it up), by itself is destitute of power (inoperative, dead).  18But someone will say [to you then], You [say you] have faith, and I have [good] works. Now you show me your [alleged] faith apart from any [good] works [if you can], and I by [good] works [of obedience] will show you my faith.  19You believe that God is one; you do well. So do the demons believe and shudder [in terror and horror such as[a]make a man's hair stand on end and contract the surface of his skin]! 20Are you willing to be shown [proof], you foolish (unproductive, spiritually deficient) fellow, that faith apart from [good] works is inactive and ineffective and worthless?
· 1 John 5:4 - For whatever is born of God overcomes the world. And this is the victory that has overcome the world--our faith.
