“The Kingdom Law of Increase” – The Primary Principle and Purpose of The Kingdom


A Primary and Principle law upon which the Kingdom of God is premised is “Authority “ and “Increase”.  The primary responsibility of every citizen of the Kingdom is increase.
The Kingdom was and is God’s primary purpose and will for mankind.  God established and placed laws within all of His creation to ensure that His purposes and will would be fulfilled.  

These laws protect, empower and ensure the manifestation of this purpose and will against all that would try to compromise the integrity of God and His Kingdom.  
I. Law - is an authoritative enactment the contains the will of the sovereign created to govern a certain area of life, which is back by the power of its create to ensure its fulfillment.

Everything God creates is governed by laws, and has within themselves laws that are self executing for the purpose of protecting the integrity of their system, and on a larger scale the integrity of the King and the Kingdom at large.  
Law is the foundation upon which God’s Kingdom is based, as well as the redemptive plan and work of God through Christ. 
They maintain harmony within the Kingdom system causing it to be a perpetually expanding and increasing Kingdom in its ability to reflect God’s glory.

The Old Testament word for Law is “Torah”.  The word “torah” is translated law but actually means “direction” and “instruction”.  The Law is a means of direction and instruction for man!
6 Primary Purposes of Law:

1. Orderly and Righteous government of man
2. Reveal God’s will and purpose & man’s rights and responsibilities

3. Establish and maintain a system of reciprocal prosperity and success for man

4. Empower man to have dominion in and over the earth

5. Protect the harmony / integrity of the Kingdom/Word and the fulfillment of His purpose and Will

6. Manifest truth
Law can only be determined and defined by its source or Author / Creator.  Since God is the creator of law, every legitimate law must find its origin in His Law.  Man made law is just that – man made and lacks the ultimate wisdom of omniscience, and therefore cannot fulfill one of laws original purposes to manifest “truth”.
Failure to have a understanding of the principles and concepts upon with law operates prevents the believer from experiencing and participating in the system in which they are citizens.  It is the equivalent of citizen of a country who does not know the law, neither who to access the resources available to citizen. Galatians 4:1, Hosea 4:6

II. Increase

· Is not fair, but just
· Enduring and perpetual
