The Law of Increase - Genesis 1:21, 28 & Genesis 2:15

The “Law of Increase” is a commandment of God and governing principle or Law upon which the Kingdom operates.  God requires every living to be fruitful and multiply on purpose (Genesis 1:21,28). To underestimate or not understand this requirement hinders us from being able to fulfill our purposes.  To pursue anything other than fruitfulness is sin*, because it is a disobedience to the direct command of God. (1John 3:4).  Fruitfulness is a consequence of the: (1) Being connected to our Living Source, (2) the Blessing, and (3) development and realization of purpose.
FRUITFULNESS & WASTE

WASTE:  - No waste (Genesis 2:15b), 

Animal, plant and natural Kingdom’s operate upon this principle. 

Whatever does not, refuses or is likely not to be fruitful and multiply is eliminated from the system and the assumed by that system in order for it to be advanced.

Those who have much will receive more, while those who have little, the little they have will be taken from them.

Matthew 14:20 & 15:37 - Fish and loaves picked up the leftovers. 

LAWS OF FRUITFULNESS:
Law One: Fruitfulness is a commandment and empowerment given by God to fulfill a created and specific purpose within His Kingdom’s economy.

Law Two: Fruitfulness and increase are not something we try to do, but is a result of our development and maturation of our becoming and realizing our created purpose. 

· Only that which is mature can reproduce fruit.

· We can only reproduce what we are, not what we want to be.

· This is accomplished by our engaging the “process” called “work” which is designed reveal and mature us in realizing and becoming our purpose in the earth.

·  Genesis 1:26 and Genesis 2:15 are extensions of one another for the same objective – Kingdom advancement.

Law Three:  Provision Purpose: Fruitfulness is not a consequence of our pursing things, money or fame, but our cultivating and maturing who we are so that our unique purposes are released and realized in the earth causing the money, things and notoriety to find us.  
· In the Kingdom, provision is not responsive to needs, but purpose!

· Fruitfulness is not determined by our effort, but our purpose.  Once purpose is revealed, what used to be “work” becomes “Labor”. (Luke 5:1-11 and John 21:3).
Law Four: Fruit is Not for the Tree, but other!  To impact and influence.
Introduction of Labor =  Evil (As opposed to Good)
The Gospel of the Kingdom – the Good News of the Restoration of God’s original plan for mankind!
The Ground

The curse focus is not man, but his ability to be productive.  It directly impacts his workplace (job) and how he receives what he needs.

· Adam’s curse was upon the ground (Genesis 3:17).
· Cain - Cain’s curse directly destroyed his ability to earn a living because he was a tiller of the ground (Gen. 4:2-3).

· Noah - Noah’s parents hoped he was the Messiah, so that they would be delivered from the consequence of the curse, which directly impacted their work (System of Production instead of Provision) (Genesis 5:29).
· Genesis 8:21 – God cursed the ground (not mankind) again, for man’s sake (See also Genesis 3:17).

· Romans 8:19-22
· God turned and cursed the ground because he could not curse him because He had previously blessed man (Genesis 1:28).

4190 - ponēros. From a derivative of G4192; hurtful, that is, evil (properly in effect or influence, 
4192 – ponos.
